WHAT IS SEXUAL HARASSMENT?

Sexual harassment is a specific form of harassment that has the purpose of focusing on elements of an inappropriate sexual nature. Behaviour may include:
 
· Inappropriate sexual comments or jokes
· E mails which have sexual references
· Sexual drawing or pictures
· Unwelcome sexual advances which can include touching or sexual assault

Sexual harassment can be defined as unwanted conduct/behaviour, intentional or unintentional. 
 
· Violating a person’s dignity
· Creating an intimidating, hostile, degrading, humiliating or offensive environment for that individual.
 
 Examples but not exclusive.
· Unwanted physical contact or advances
· Offensive remarks about a person’s dress or appearance
· Shouting, abusive or intimidating language
· Spreading malicious rumours, allegations or gossip
· Intrusion by pestering and or stalking
· Sexual gestures
· Suggestive looks or leering 
· Indecent exposure
· sending or posting of harmful, cruel or offensive text or images by digital communication
